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The Rural Economic Environment is characterized by interacting among systems, firms, the Government and other market forces both domestic and international. Some of these interactions are determined largely by the existing market structure while others are influenced to a great extent by Government re-formulation of property right and public policy. The process of Economic Liberalization has further aggravated the rural economic environment.

Objectives:

The objective of the course is to help to develop an understanding of the complex environmental factors and the Government policies regulating the rural environment. These environmental factors and the regulatory framework broadly define the opportunity available to the rural sector and the constraints under which it has to operate.
