Dr. Anupam Saraph

Dr. Saraph has a Ph.D. in Informatics from the Rijksuniversiteit Groningen University, Netherlands, and is a co-founder of a think-tank and a management consultancy.  He worked extensively on global modeling and systems theories. He also worked with the team of Malcolm Slesser in Edinburgh in the late 1990's to develop the ECCO modeling paradigm for assessing the economic, and energy potentials of nations and regions. Slesser and Saraph are also credited with the 10th world model, Monde, which allowed the common man to explore the impact of their actions on global sustainability.
Dr. Saraph started his career as a Research Assistant at the Tata Research Design and Development Centre, a research division of the TCS. Later, he worked with the Systems Research Institute in Pune. While working, he built consulting organizations, think tanks and been an active board member of professional bodies and business associations. Dr. Saraph was the Vice-Chairman of the Infotech Corporation of Goa, a Public Sector undertaking of the Government of Goa. Dr. Saraph was also associated with Lally School of Management and Technology at the Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute, Troy and Hartford Campuses where he taught courses on Information Systems and Business Statistics. 

In January 2008, Pune Municipal Corporation (PMC) and Software Exporter’s Association of Pune appointed him as the “Chief-Information-Officer of Pune city” with an objective of adding weight to the e-governance project implementation in Pune, and to enhance Pune’s plans to transform into one of the most technologically advanced cities. He is also Advisor to IT and E-governance, Govt. of Goa, and advisor to top leaders in Asia, Europe, and America.
Last year, CIO magazine judged Dr. Saraph as one of the top CIO's for the year 2008.
